Tikka T3 INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Thank you for purchasing this Timney Tikka T3 Two-Stage Trigger. It has been designed and
manufactured to provide you with a lifetime of dependable service. Each trigger is hand tested and
calibrated on a rifle action before leaving our factory. Please read these instructions fully before you
begin installing the trigger, you'll be glad you did.

You'll need a T-20 Torx Wrench and a 5mm Allen wrench for installation. For adjustments to the factory
settings you'll need a 5/64 Allen Wrench, a .050 Allen Wrench to make trigger adjustments.

Installation Instructions

1. Remove magazine and verify chamber is empty.
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2. Remove stock screws using a T-20 Torx wrench. Set stock aside until installation of trigger is

complete.

3. Using the 5mm Allen Wrench remove the trigger mounting screw and magazine retention

spring.

4. Install the Timney Tikka T3 Trigger and remount magazine retention spring and 5mm Allen

Screw.
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5. Function check trigger in both the safe and fire positions.
6. Adjustment of the pull weight is completed by turning the pull weight screws with a 5/64 Allen
Wrench.
a. Toincrease pull weight the screw is turned clockwise.
b. To reduce pull weight the screw is turned counter clockwise.
c. Sear Engagement and over travel are adjusted using a .050 Allen wrench
d. Sear Engagement is factory set to be crisp with no creep and should never need
adjusting, but can be adjusted by turning the screw on the back of the housing.
7. Reinstall stock and tighten the stocks T-20 Torx Wrench Screws.
