GUN SAFETY RULES

Obsene these rules of safe gun handling .

1. Always keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction. Waizh the muzzle a
all times: never point a gun, accidentally or inttentionally, & any person or
amghing yvou donot intend to shoot. [dentify the target before shooting;
do not shoot at sounds .

2. Always treat amy gun as ifitis lnaded - it may bel

3. Keepvour finger off the rigoer while operating the action and at all othet
tirmes unti | you are ready to shoot.

4 Keepthe safety "on®" or in the "safe” position at al times until vou are
ready to fire the gun. Move to shoot. Up o the previous line aler intention
to shoot.

Do notrely on yvour gun's safety, the safety on any gun is a mechanical
device and is notintend ed as a substiute for common sense oF sale gun
handling.

G. Do not alier or modify and parts of a firearm.

7. Sore guns unloaded, separate from amy ammunition, and where childrer
cannot get to them.

8. Be sure the barrelis clear of any obstructions befre lcading. Make it a
habit to check the barrel every time before loading.

4. Be sureyou have and use the proper ammunition. & 20 gavge shell will enter a
12 pgavge chamber &r enoogh so that 2 12 gavge shell can be loaded behind it
Alsn, a 3 inch shell may fit into a 2 34 inchchamber, but the crimp at the mouth
of the shell will unfold imo the forcing cone [T either of these things ocour and you
fire the gun, the gunwill explode, daraging the gun and possibly cansing serious
injury or death toyou and those around you

10 Wear prolective shooting glasses and adequate ear prolecto nwhen
shooting

11 Never climb or jump over anything, such as a tree, Tence, or dilch, with 2
[oaded gun . Openthe bar rel, remove the shells, and hand the gun to a friend
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or place Iton the ground onthe other slde of the obstacke before crossing Ityour-
gelf. Do notlean a gun against a ree or other object; It could fall and possibly
discharge.

12, Do not shoot at a hard surface or at water. Bullet and shot can rlcoc het or
bounce off and travel In unpredictabke directlons with greatvebaclty .

13, Nevertransport a loaded gun. Do not place a loaded gun Into a vehlcle
The gun should be unloaded and placed Into a case when notin use .

14, Never drink alcohollc beverages before or dudng shooting.

Unscrew the cap (photo 3) and re mov e the forend (photo 4.

Pull the bolt hanging latch placed on the rear side of the carrler {pholo 5.
Assemble the barme | while centerlng the magazine and the rece ver {photo 6) .

Reassemble the forend {photo 7) and screw the cap onto the threade d magazine
tube {photo B).






LOADING YOUR SHOTGUN
You can load your shotgun in the following ways:

1. Be certain the safety isin the "on” or "safe" position {see section regard-
ing opertion of the safety on pages 3 and 4).

Draw or pull the bolt marward until it locks in the open position (phoio 127, Place
a shell into the breach {photo 9) . Release the bolt by pressing the button located
toward the fromt of the receiver {photo 109, This chambers a round, and the gun
will fire if the trigger is pulled with the safety in the "off” or "fire" position.
You can then load additional shells into the magazine by inserting them through
the loadng port onthe bottom of the receiver and pushing them intothe magazine
{photo117.

2. Be certain the safety is in the "on” or "safe" position { see section regard-
ing operation of the safety on pages 3 and 4.

Draw or pull the bolt rearward until it loc ks in the open postion {photo 127 . Load
shells into the magazine by inserting them throughthe loading port on the bottom
ofthe receiver and pushing them into the magazine (photo 11) . Push back the
magazine shell latch onthe rear side of the carrier {photo 13). This allows the
shellto exit the magazine and mowve oo thecarder. Release the bolt by pressing
the butom located toward the front of the receiver {photo 107. Thischambers a
round, and the gun will fire if the trigger is pulled with the safety in the " off”
or "fire" position

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USAGE OF CHOKE TUBES

The choke is what controls theopennes s ortightness of the pattern of your shot-
gun. The chart below lists the choke available from open to fight), and the corre-
sponding marks that indic ate the choke of your specific s hotgun.

Mever fire orrun gun cleaning tools through a bamelthat uses choketubes with -
out having achoke tube installed. The threads of the choke fube and the interna
threads of the bamel should be cleaned aftereach use and befofe installation of
the tube .

To install a tube, insert the tube into the barrel andtighten with your fingers.
Once the tube is finger tighte ned, tiphten with the approprate choke-tube wrench
until the tubeis snug. DO MOT over fighten orforcefully tighten with wrench.

MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING
Caufion: Make sure the gun is unloaded.

1. Make sure that the broad, polished, finely fitted mating surfaces of the breech
block and receiver are es pecially clean and lightly oiled with a high quality gun oil.

Do not use pure silicone orlandin.

2. Hun an oil patch through the bore with a cleaning rod starfing from the breech
end. To prevent leading, use a cleaning solvent and brass brush to clean the bore
perindically. Follow this cleaning with one ortwo clean oil patches. Important
your gun is equipped withchoke tubes, do notusea bmss brushto clean the
bamels unless a choke ube is installed ineach barrel. Barrels that ulilize choke
tubes must also have the choke tubes removed to clean and oil the threads
inside the barrel and the c hoke tubes themseves. This will protect the threads
from being damaged by cleaning tools and also prevent a dirt build up that would
cause the choke ube to becomedifficult to emove fromthe barrel. Damage can
result to choketubes and barme | when atempting to remove sticky choke tubes.

Mewver fire your gun without choke tubes snuggly tigphtened in barrels. Do noi

over tiphten cho ke tubes. Wipe all exposed metal sudfaces with an oiled cloth
befofe storng. Do not squitt or pour il into the inside mechanism because i may
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hamper proper functioning and will soakthe wood. After exte nded periods of
heawy use, your gun sholod be taken to a qualified gunsmith to have the action
disassembled for professional cleaning and lubrication .

3. CGare for your wood stock and forearem the same way you would a piece of
fur niture with the same finish.

STORAGE

CGlean thoroughly and oil your gun before storage. Store the gunin a case to pre-
vent scratches and dents . Store ina dry place to prevent corrosion. Store the
gun away from children and in place where it cannot be obtained by those
unau tho rized fouse if. Always store gun unloade d and sep arately
from any ammunifion.

IMPORTANT

USAGE OF STEEL SHOT

The choke (bore constriction) in al modern s hotguns has been established based
onthe patern performance of shot shells loaded with lead shat. When using the
steel shot shells, you will notice a differe it performance in pattern den sity versus
the established lead shot pattern, because the steel shot is harderand lighter
than lead shot.

You should be aware of the following differences and caufions:

Mever shoot steel shot loads in a full choked barrel or full choke tubed
harrel. To do so may cause the barrel fo swell or rupture. In general, stee
shot fired with a modified choke will produce the equivalent of a lead full choke
pattern. This will be true of all steel shot sizes up to and including no. 2. The
gstablished improved cylinderchokes will produce the equivalent of a {lead)
modified choke pattern.

All steel shot sized larger than no. 2 and including special sized such as -F-, *T7,
gtc., should be used only with impmoved cylinder chokes. These steel shot seed,
when usedin improved cylinder ¢ hokes, will produce patierns equivalent to dead)
full choke patterns. The established cylinder choke orbore will produce the
equivalent of a modified (lead) pattern.

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INSTALLATION OF MAGAZINE PLUG

Some Federal, State and local hunting regultion may require that a shotgun be
limted to a maximum shell ca pacity of thee (3) rounds.

Your shotgun has been packed with a magazine plug for this purpose.

Installation:

1. Removethe forend screw cap, the forend and the barrel.

2. Atthe theaded end of the magazine tube {where the forend screw cap fits)
you will locate a black snap rng.

3.A brge blade screw driver shoud be used to remove the snap rng.
CAUTIOM: The snap ring will be under pressure from the magaz ne spring.
Do not remove the snap ring ina manner where the ring could fly out and strike
you or amone else causing in pry, particularly 1o the eye.

4. Compress the magazine s pring into the magazine tube, and insertthe maga-
zine plug (smallendfirst). Pushthe magazine plug and insertthe snapring sa
the snap ring end is flush with the end of the tube.
